Welcome back, I hope that you had a fun and restful summer and for those of you 
who are new, welcome to the GSA forum! My report is intended to highlight a few of 
the main developments within GSA since the last forum meeting in the spring.  

This summer we hosted an overwhelmingly successful 3rd annual New Graduate 
Student Orientat ion that took place on September 21 with a turnout of over 1500 
students. Vice Chancellor of Student Affairs, Yanina Montero was present again this 
year as well as Vice Chancellor Claudia Mitchell-  Kernan, Dean of the Graduate 
Division. The new Chancellor, Gene Block spoke, and so did Yolanda Nunn Gorman, 
President of the Board of the Alumni Associat ion. I part icipated in planning the event, 
created a new panel, moderated the professional masters Keys to Success panel, and 
gace introductory remarks. I also attended a number of department orientat ions. 

I had a great t ime and look forward to attending these departmental events in the 
future. I enjoyed meeting students from all across campus so feel free to invite me or 
other off icers to your events and let us know how we can support your department.  

This summer marked the f irst annual Weyburn Terrace Orientat ion fair. I collaborated 
on planning this event with the new Weyburn Terrace Residents Associat ion, 
Housing, and the Off ice of Residential Life. It  was a huge success with over 500 
students in attendance. We had booths from campus organizat ions like 
transportat ion and student health and psychological services, and off  campus 
sponsors like Target and Court Furniture that brought coupons for students to get a 
discount on move in. After the fair there was a dinner and an outdoor movie showing 
sponsored by Recreation. I also worked with Recreation and the Weyburn Terrace 
Residents Associat ion to get access for Weyburn Terrace residents to Fit  Center 
South, a gym located right near the apartments.   

 



At the end of summer I part icipated in the Student Governance Conference and had a 
chance to meet with administrators from across campus. I felt  the event was very 
useful and hope to increase graduate student part icipat ion next year. During a 
breakout session with deans from Graduate Division and other administrators we 
determined that the career center is highly underut il ized by grad students, and 
began to create plan with the Director of the Career Center and the support of Vice 
Chancellor Claudia Mitchell- Kernan to develop more programs for graduate students 
at the career center and better communicate with students about the services 
available at the career center.  

I was able to have lunch with the new Chancellor, Gene Block. He was very support ive 
of and in touch with graduate student concerns and I will communicate with him 
about how he can improve the quality of l ife for graduate student at UCLA-  if  you 
have any recommendations or ideas feel free to contact me.
